Patience People is a song that was written in 1977 by
John Foley, S.J. for Advent. The song is based on the Letter of
James chapter 5 verses 7 to 9 and 11. The text is: “See how
the farmer waits for the precious fruit of the earth, being
patient with it until it receives the early and the late rains. You
too must be patient. Make your hearts firm, ...Do not complain,

.. Take as an example of hardship and patience the prophets
who spoke in the name of Lord. Indeed we call blessed those
who have persevered. You have heard of the perseverance of
Job, ...”

As our fight against the Coronavirus continues, it is easy
to become weary of all of the regulations and guidelines that
we must continue to follow.

It is still important to sanitize your
hands frequently. Again, “We are all in this together.” What we
do affects those around us for good or ill.
